e Failure to use this sample collection kit as directed may
result in an insufficient or untestable blood sample.
e Qur laboratory must receive a blood spot sample of
adequate size and quality or it cannot be tested.
¢ Your blood spot sample is perishable. If not received
within 10 days of collection, it will not be tested.
e Use by persons under 18 years of age has not been
evaluated.
e Not all persons infected with HIV-1 will test positive: not
all persons testing positive are infected with HIV-1.
e You cannot retrieve your results without knowing your
Home Access Code Number.
e Shipments from Alaska, Hawaii, and Puerto Rico will require an
additional business day for results delivery.

The Home Access® Express System is an educational. counseling, and
testing service. The service is intended for use by persons to anonymous-
ly determine if antibodies to HIV-1 (Human Immunodeficiency Virus,
Type-1) can be detected in their blood. It is intended for home use by
persons with little or no experience in obtaining blood spot samples for
medical testing. This kit contains all components necessary to collect and
send your blood spot sample to a qualified laboratory for testing. For
assistance in collecting your blood spot sample, counseling, or emo-
tional support, call 1-800-400-8988 to speak with a counselor.

1.a. Save Your Home Access Code
Number

Carefully tear off the colored portion of
your Blood Sample Collection Card at the
perforation. It contains your personal
eleven-digit Home Access Code Number.
You alone are responsible for this code
number. If you lose it, you will not be
able to get your test result! Keep your
code number in a safe place.

1.b. Read Informed Consent Section of

Before registering your Home Access
Code Number, read the conditions of
Informed Consent found on this insert.
Registering your Code Number and
writing it on the Blood Sample
Collection Card (step 2.m.) indicates to
us that you have read, understand, and
agree to these conditions.

1.c. Register Your Home Access Code
Number

Before collecting your blood spot sample,
please call 1-800-400-8988 to register
your eleven-digit code number. You can
register at any time, 24 hours a day, seven
days a week. Listen carefully to the
instructions and enter the appropriate
responses using your touch-tone tele-
phone. Counselors are available (except
holidays) for assistance and to answer
questions.
